We understand that budgetary
constraints may force the closure of certain polling places, but thesc difficult decisions
must be made within the limits of the Voting Rights Act. Section two of the Voting Rights
Act, codified ut 42 U.S.C. 1973, reads as follows in its ¢ntirety (emphasis added):

(8) No voting qualification or prercquisite W voting or standard, practice, or
procedure shall be imposed or applicd by any State or political subdivision in a
manner which tesults in a denial or abridgement of the right of any citizen of" the
United States to vote on account of race or color, or in contravention of the
guarantees st forth in section 1973b (1)(2) of this tide, as provided in subscction
(b) of this section.

(b) A violation of subsection (s) of this section is established if, based on the
totality of circumstances, it is shown that the political processes lending to
nomination or election in the State or political subdivision are not equally open
to participation by members of a class of citizens protected by subsection (») of
this scction in that its members have less opportunity than other members of
the electorate to participate in the political process and to elect represcatatives of
their choice. The extent to which members of a protected class have beea elected to
office in the State or political subdivision is ane circumstance which raay be
considered: Provided, That nothing in this section estublishcs a right to have
members of a protected class elecied in numbers cqual to their proportion in the
population,

The U.S. Supreme Court has construed this statute to require only proof of a discriminatory
effect on protected volers, regardless of the motivation for the electoral change, See
Thornburg v, Gingles, 478 U.S. 30 (1986). It is our vicw that the removal of the only
voting machine on Rescrvation land poses a significant problcm for November 4, and may
have already negatively affected a minority population’s voting rights. We have had
reports from the Rescrvation that their percentage of registered voters voting in this year’s
primary, the first vote aftcr Douglus County eliminated the Rescrvation polling place, were
dramatically lower than prior vote lunouts. If this is s, it is our vicw that it would likely
demonstrate a discriminatory cffcct,

Due to the possibility that the remaval of the Reservation polling place may inhibit Native
American voters, we are asking that you sharc any efforts your office has undertaken to
ensure that the Voting Rights Act is not violated by the removal of the Dresslerville polling
place. Of course, the ideal action would be reinstatement of the Dresslerville Precinct if
this is still possible at this date. Plcase inform us if this is a possibility. Othcrwise, please
forward to our office the revised voting optiuns fur those no longer entitled to votc at the
Dresslerville precinct; any efforts you have made to ensure that all former constituents of
precinct #12 were informed of the change and their altemative options; any attempts madc
to sceurc or locate polling places that would cnsurc those on the Reservation do not have to
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travel farther than other volers; any dircct outreach you have done to coordinate mail-in
voting or acccss (o transportation to the polls; and any other cfforts you have made to
prevent any negutive effect on Native American voting acccss. Duc (o the time-sensitive
naturc of the upcoming election, we ask that you contact us by October 15® to inform us
of your policies (or your inability or delay in producing them).

1. Posting of Armed Police at Polling Places

It is also our understanding that, at your request, Douglas County will pust armed,
uniformed police officcrs at each of ts polling places on Election Day. Bocause this may
have the unintended effect of Suppressing votcr turnout, § am writing to urge you not to
continue with this effort. The decision to post uniformed, wrmed officers at the polls is also
at odds with other eloction officials’ plans on November 4. including the Secretary of
State, who has taken puins to keep armed officers out of poll arcas.

The ACLU of Nevada believes that the unnccessary posting of police personnel at polling
placcs may be considered a form of voter intimidation and is likely to turn voters away
from the polly. Indeed, the Supreme Court has cven recognized state bans on police
prescncc at the polls as an appropriate part of a bufler (0 ensure the purity of the polling
place. See Burson v, Freeman; 504 1J.8. 191, 207 (1992) (examining Tenncssce bufler
20ne, that included a provision that “law caforcement officers generally are barred from the
vicinily of the polls to avoid any appearance of coervion in the electoral process”), Voting
is cach American’s most fundamental democratic right, and we urge you to support that
right to its fullest, and carcfully consider the negative effects a visible police presence may
have on turnout.

Furthermore, the presence of armed, uniformed police officers is not likely to make polling
places any safer than other, Icss obtrusive security measures that could be instituted. You
may wish to train poll workers to be more observant as to possible threats. You may wish
to create emergency communication lines between policc and poll personnel. Some
registrars have even suggcsted drawing up plans for moving polling placcs on short notice.
If procedures such as these are put in pluce for Election Day, our polls will be made as
sccure as they rcasonably can be, and we will avoid the intimidating presence—and
ominous symbol--of armed guards at the polls.

While it is important that registrars be mindful of potential problems on Election Day,
plans should carefully balance voter access and the need for security. For this reason, the
oflice of the Secretary of Statc Ross Miller, in conjunction with the recently formed Voter
Integrity Task Force, has initiated a series of unscen measures to ensure sccurity at the
polls, including posting on-duty plain clothes officers throughout the state who will be
paying closc attention to polling places during theit patrols. The Secretary of State’s officc
hus assured us that it does not support cnhanced police presence at the polls because of jts
potential for intimidating voters,
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Reguest

Please inform us by Oclober 15, 2008, if you will agrec to adopt plans to avoid voter

intimidation, such as adopt a law enforcement barrier zone, or utilize plain clothes officers
in lieu of uniformed officers.
